This will
make it possible for the Council to adopt the programme at the same time as
':the decision on the agreement since nelther the decision on the negotlatlng
brief nor thait on the conclu51on of the agreement require that Parllament

be consulted.

The conditions under which fhe non-member states involved in the COSTvscheme
are to participéie in the Community project are in line with those adopted
by the Council on I8 Juiy 1978 (OJ No C IO0O0 of 2I April I979, %eIo)o
