TIME THE COUNCIL DIRECTIVE 76/768/EEC of 27 JULY 1976
. ON THE APPROXIMATION OF THE LAWS OF THE MEMBER STATES
RELATING TO COSMETIC PRODUCTS

EXPLANATORY MEMORANDUM

This proposal is designed to:

correct certain errors which were incorporated into the text of
Council Directive 76/768/EEC of 27 July 1976;

tighten up some of the provisions of the above directive;
comply with Article 5 thereof;
adopted a list of substances which may be used as preservatives;

adopt all the annexes to technical progress, according to the
Committee's procedure.

When Directive 76/768/EEC of 27 July 1976 was implemented,

it emerged that a number of errors had found their way not

only into the text of the Directive, chiefly the list of colour
index numbers for colouring agents, but also into some of the
different language versions. These errors should be corrected.

Implementation also showed that some provisions would have to

be tightened up, or even improved. By way of an example,

Directive 76/768/EEC required no warning with regard to the

use of thioglycollic acid and its salts and ethers whereas, in

order to protect public health, there should be proper labelling

to warn the consumer that the cosmetic product does contain these
substances and that he should follow the instructions very carefully.



The Directive restricted the application and/or use of hydrogen -
peroxide to oxidizing colouring agents even though the substance
is used widely in hair care products. It did not restrict the
application and/or use of hydroquinone although this substance
should only be used as an oxydizing colouring agent for hair
dyeing. It .did not stipulate a maximum authorized potassium

or sodium hydroxide concentration whereas the concentration
should be restricted to a maximum pH value of 12.65. It
prohibited the marketing of cosmetic products containing substances
listed in Annex II whereas their presence is technologically
unavoidable in correct manufacturing processes because some of
these substances are naturally present in raw materials. A
second paragraph has been added to Article 4 to take account of
this. .

(3) Article 5 of Directive 76/768/EEC states that on expiry of a
period of three years from its notification, the substances and
colouring agents listed in Annex IV shall:

- either be definitively permitted,

~ or definitively prohibited (Annex II),

- or retained for a further périod of three years in Annex Iv,
- or deleted from all Annexes to this Directive.

Based on what is known at present, a decision may be taken on
the substances listed in Part 1 of Annex IV, with the exception
of: :

~ methanol

- monoglyceric ester of p-aminobenzoic acid

- 8-hydrox1qu1nolin1um and its sulphate

- 1.1. l—trichloroethane (methylchloroform)

A more detailed examination of Parts 2 and 3 of Annex IV reveals
that they do not correspond with the list of colouring agents
actually used in the production of cosmetic products. To

begin with, therefore, these two parts will have to be revised
and kept in Annex IV until 31 December 1982, so allowing time
for scientific information to be collected so that a decision
can then be taken on them in accordance with Article 5 of
Directive 76/768/EEC.

Article 11 and the penultimate recital of Directive 76/768/EEC
require the Commission, on the basis of the results of the latest
scientific and technical research, to submit to the Council
appropriate proposals establishing lists of permitted substances
which could include antioxidants, hair dyes, preservatives and
ultraviolet filters. A start could be made by drawing up a list
of substances authorized for use as preservatives. As a
precautionary measure, the vast majority of these substances
should be authorized only provisionally so that the additional
information required for a final assessment of the health risks
can be collected although the information available indicates
that such risks are unlikely. In any case, this procedure should
help to provide better consumer protection since, in the future,
preservatives used in the production of cosmetic products will

be fully identified and their conditions of use accurately defined.

The next step will be to draw up lists of substances authorized
for use as antioxidants and ultraviolet filters, as very
satisfactory progress is being made. A list of substances
authorized for use as hair dyes will be compiled at a later
stage, in view of the complexity of the problem and the large
number of substances to be examined (about 300).

That is why, in the interests of consumer protection, it is
better to propose these lists in stages, since scientific
research is not equally advanced for each category of substances.

In actual fact, the annexes to Directive 76/768/EEC consist

of lists of substances banned (Annex II) and provisionally
allowed (the present Annexes III and IV and Annex VI which is
to be added). The procedure for amending these Annexes should -
preferably be swift and flexible, chiefly so that:

(i) a substance which would constitute a risk to public
health if used in cosmetic producits can be banned;

(ii) a new substance can be added to the list of authorized
substances if, for example, the use theretf would improve
consumer protection or constitute technological progress =
long and costly research would be discouraged if unwieldy
procedures were involved in implementing the results.

In this respect, the Committee procedure for adapting the
Annexes of Directive 76/768/BEC to technical progress is
preferable to a Council Decision.

When preparing its proposal, the Commission sought the opinions
of national experts and consulted representatives of the indusiry
and consumers. The section on preservatives is largely based on
the work done by the Council of Europe's Committee of Experts.

The proposal 1s based on Article 100 which means that the
EBuropean Parliament and the Economic and Social Committee have
to be consulted.

Whereas the use of hydrogen peroxide is not restricted to
oxydizing colouring agents for hair dyeing and whereas the use
of this substance should therefore also be authorized for hair
care products, with the requirement that certain warnings be
printed on the label to safeguard healthj

Whereas in certain circumstances it is not necessary to mention
the formaldehyde content on the label when this substance is

not used as an ingredient of a cosmetic product but is inevitably
present as a residue from the processing of raw materials;

Whereas the maximum authorized concentration of potassium or
sodium hydroxide in depilatories should be specified;

Whereas a decision may be taken with regard to- the substances
listed in Part 1 of Annex IV of Council Directive 76/768/EEC of
27 July 1976, in accordance with Article 5 thereof;

Whereas Parts 2 and 3 of Ammex IV of the same directive do not
