Having regard to the judgment given by the Court of Justice on 6 October 1982
in Case 59/81 Commission v Council «
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Whereas various provisions of Regulations ( ECSC , EEC , Euratom)
Nos 371 /82 and 372/82 of 15 February 1982 adjusting with effect
from 1 July 1980 and 1 July 1981 respectively the remuneration
and pensions of officials and other servants of the Communities

and the weightings applicable thereto should be revoked ;

Whereas the remuneration and pensions of officials and other

servants of the Community should be adjusted with effect from

1 July 1980 in line with the economic and social policy of the
Communities and the changes in public service salaries during

the preceding twelve months ;

Whereas a consequential adjustment must be made with effect from

1 July 1981 , the level of increase in net remuneration, as
previously laid down by Regulation Bo 372/82 of 15 February 1982 ,
remaining unchanged ;

Whereas , in line with the judgment given by the Court of Justice on 6 October 1982 ,
the weightings applicable both to the remuneration payable in countries
of employment with a particularly high inflation rate and to

pensions paid to persons resident in any one of these countries

which is within the Community must also be adjusted with effect

from 1 April 1980 ,
