IIY. THE RESULTS OF THE SURVITMS

5e The Member Staies have publiched in full the resultsvof their ovm rFurveys on
plantationas and the Statisiicel Office of the Euroﬁean Communities haz published
the. results at Community level in summarised vorsioh in the Internmal Tnformation on
Agriculture "Crop Production” series N° 2 of 1975 : Cormuniiy survey on fruit treo
plantations (June 1975). A mothodslorical report on the survey methols end fore-
casting model will be published in 1976 together with the survej resul*s in more

detail  (including the results from the new survey conducted in France 1574).

6. Thus the Commission, the responsidle authorities ir. the Member States, the
professicnal organisations and wll interested persons now have availahle more and
much improved information by oomparison with thie position prior to 1971, when only
certain of the ﬁember States had conducted naticnal surveys of fruit tree planta-

tions and not on a uniform busis,

8. The Working Party hes examined in detail the methcds followed in individuel
lember States, evaluated the problems encountered and with this experience have
discussed improvements for future surveys. The sitﬂation in 1he three new MNember
States has also been discusscd in the context of the first application there of the

V. EXPERTENCE ACCUTRED

A detailed acnount is given below of the experience scquired together with

28. Such yield dota, with the'essential ate, varicty end deﬁsity variatles, were
originally laoking'in almost all Member States. In the Netherlands, however, cvch
datawcre available from a long and extensive series of orchard production recerds and
has been uced to produce a forccast of "normal” future production to 1§80. France has
establlshed since 1371 an annual survey of “yield obscrvaticns" on a sample of or-
chards in order to develop its crop forecasts. Elsewhere, 20 national frvit cxperis
have been engaged by the Commission under study contract which provide this data

within the moin proiﬁotion zcnés, using verious methods appropriatc to the locel con-
ditions. Initinlly yield curves were drawn up based upon general eiperiencc from ex~-

perimental fruit stations; later more objective survey methods were also used.

29. The yield Jdata has béen'c1amined by the represnntatlves of the Commissicn and
the Member States in a series of mectlnvq. The statistical services in several Member
States have eutablished or are considering ¢stablishing wider basad yield cata colleo-
tion sysucms. Consideradle improvement c2n be expected in future from these ueasures
for the forceasts of Community fruit production potenticl which will be celculated
using the model ceveloped by the Commission in cooperation with the Mewber States.
In eddition special sensitivity studies have teen commissioned at

~universities in the United Kingdom and Germany. The results of those studle" are ‘

expected in early 1976. -

VII,' TPINANCT (Article 9)

30, It was intended that'éxpenditure by Ferber States on the first surveys of plan- ?
tations be reimburesed in part from the Guidance Section of the European Guidance and
Guarantec F und, up 40 a maximum of 708 300 units of account in total. In fact, a total
of 729 900 unit of acecounts #ere actually paid owing to a slight ajustment in the sub-
sequent exchange rates. It was now censiderod appropriate to reimburse from the normdl
budget of the Comnission (up to a maximum of 384 C00 U.C. in 1977 and 896 0CO U.C.

in 1973) part of the expenditure on the '.197'7 SUrveys which will, for the first time,
be fully synechrenicsd surveys for the Comwunzty and will includs the three new MNember
States.
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VIII. CONCLUSIONS
