Since July 1971 the Council has been‘making interim costwof=-living

ad justments to remuneration on the basis of Article 65(2) of the .
Staff Regulations and the calculatlon methods adopted on 23 March 1972.

This year again the conszderable increase in the cost of 11v1ng in many
. countries of employment calls for interim adjustments during the

- reference period used for the annual review. Unless these adjustments
are made the purchasing power parity guaranteed all officials by

Article 64 of the Staff Regulations will clearly not obtain.

 The appropriate Commission departmenfs have compiled statistics covering
"the reference period in liaison with the OECD and the Statistics
Departments of the United Nationse.

On 31 December 1979 the cost-—of-living indexes (June 1979 = 100) for )
_the various countries were as shown in Column B of the table overleaf.

Because the increases for certain countries are very substantial,:
approaching and sometimes exceeding 10% in six months, an interim
quarterly adjustment, shown in Column A of the table, is called fore
